Nick Rahallôs (D-WVa) Hard Rock Mining Bill that hit Congress the end of 

January.  The new bill, titled The Hardrock Mining and Reclamation Act of 2009 (HR 699), 

proves as ominous to the thousands of mining families and their associated communities as 
Mr. Rahallôs previous bill, HR 2262 which was originally introduced in May 2007.  I urge 

all of our membership to become familiar with this proposed legislation, spread the word 

and write your state Senators and Representatives in opposition to this bill as soon as possi-

ble.  The NMA article can be accessed through their website at www.nma.org and click on 
ñGet the current issue of Mining Weekò on the home page.  To access HR 699 for the full 

text of the measure and all legislative updates and committee reviews, log on to 

www.thomas.loc.gov and use HR 699 in the bill search engine.  Be sure to select the 111th 

Congressional Session at the top of the page before you apply your bill search.  Twelve 

of the twenty co-sponsors of this bill hail from western states (nine alone from California), 

so this isnôt simply a matter of our Eastern brothers making legislation that will affect an 
estimated 50,000 jobs in almost singly our mineral-rich Western states ï so please contact 

your congressional representatives for our voices to be heard.

October found me meeting Phyllis Lyday in Charlotte, NC for our short course.  We had chosen the As-
sessment strand and followed the Rock Cycle with Rock Obituary, then Minerals Through Geography, 
Geologistôs Dilemma and several other activities.  Other than the hotel putting up our sign on two differ-
ent rooms, we finally connected and the teachers were extremely involved with a lot of questions on all 
our activities.  We gave each of them a CD with not only all the activities we did but several other activi-
ties and of course, Internet sites where they could get more information.  We then went over to the Con-
vention Center to help with the booth. 
 
While Phyllis and I were busy in Charlotte, Carol Berry, Cynthia Pridmore and Denise Talvitie were doing 
a workshop at the California State Teacher Conference in San Jose, CA.  They had about 71 teachers, 
some sitting on the floor.  They did several activities, including toothpaste and handed out some rock 
samples along with other information from both WIMEF and MII.  The verbal evaluations were very posi-
tive and I thank them all. 
 
Preparation for the Cincinnati short course ñEnergy, Renewable/Nonrenewableò too most of November, 
as this was going to be a much different subject area.  Jackie Dorr and Christine Johnston from Denver 
were meeting me there to help with the session.   
I must say, this short course was not only the most stressful but also entailed the most adverse condi-
tions we have ever experienced.

I am pleased to say that not one teacher left early.  Considering the adverse conditions, the session went 
extremely well with a lot of discussion on the various types of electrical generation available, the pros 
and cons of each and a lot of information on careers that would be needed for all of these electrical 
sources. My thanks to Christine, Jackie and Steve Gardner of Kentucky who stepped in the night before 
to help. All the presenters did a great job and I thank them very much.  Iôm sure Steve was glad he 
brought his diggers as he was the warmest person in the room.   Many of them stopped by the booth ei-
ther that afternoon or Saturday morning asking for further information.   
 
At both Charlotte and Cincinnati, the booth ran out of almost everything, including samples.  Unfortu-
nately, they do not believe the guidelines that ask them to have at least 1500 samples of each.  They 
also try to focus strictly on the specific State they are in, not understanding that the teachers will be com-
ing from all over. 
 
We will be providing 120 sample kits with 16 rocks and minerals to the 60 teams that will take part in the 
National Science Olympiad in May in Augusta, GA.  I will be collecting the samples that I need before the 
end of February so we can fill the boxes and be ready to ship in April. 
 
The proposals for all three 2009 NSTA regional conferences have been submitted with notifications ex-
pected in May.

From The Ashes, A Phoenix

Wallace, Idaho - In a move seen as a step toward consolidation of silver mining interests in northern Idaho's fabled 
Coeur d'Alene Mining District, principals of SNS Silver and US Silver have, with others, taken control of ailing 

Sterling Mining Co. and SRLM's rights to the Sunshine silver mine. 

 

Unable to pay its bills, Sterling went shopping last summer for a suitor, and shuttered its Idaho silver mine in Sep-

tember after a short production period in Q1 and Q2 2008 that served up 500,000 ounces of the white metal. The 

company is in debt to the tune of about $16 million, including $5 million to Sino-Canadian explorer Minco Silver. 

Andrew Grundman, former attorney for the Sunshine's landlord, Sunshine Precious Metals Inc., will join the new 
Sterling board, along with David Greenway, CEO of SNS Silver; Ron Ho, CFO of SNS Silver; and John Ryan, 

architect of US Silver's acquisition and redevelopment of the Galena-Coeur-Caladay complex formerly owned by 

Coeur d'Alene Mines. 

 

"This is a brand new day for the Silver Valley," Greenway said. "The exploration and production potential from 

the Sunshine and Sterling's property holdings are vast and promising. We have a team that can put miners back to 

work and get our silver back into production," Greenway added. 

 
Said Grundman: "I believe that the addition of Mr. Ryan, Mr. Greenway and myself to the board will bring the 

experience and knowledge necessary to return the Sunshine to its former glory and to help revitalize the economy 

of the Silver Valley and northern Idaho." 

 

SNS Silver owns the Crescent silver mine - formerly a Bunker Hill property - adjacent to the Sunshine. An aggres-

sive exploration program launched by SNS delineated a new silver ore body in that mine's heretofore unexplored 
"upper country." Crescent Mine ores could now be processed by Sunshine's 1,000 tpd concentrator a stone's throw 

away. 

 

The land position now controlled by Sterling's new directors comprises about 8 miles of the Silver Valley's silver-

rich "Dry Belt" reaching from the Crescent to the west to the Galena easternmost. Within those boundaries lays a 
band of silver-copper tetrahedrite whose depths have not been plumbed. Infrastructure includes the Crescent, 

Jewell, No. 10, Silver Summit, Coeur d'Alene, Coeur, Caladay, No. 3 and Galena shafts along with numerous in-

termediary haulage ways, three large-scale precious metal concentrators, and three EPA-permitted tailings ponds 

and waste treatment facilities. Combined, the silver mines of the Dry Belt comprise nearly 500 miles of workings 

and have served up more than 1 billion ounces of silver over the past 100 years. 

 
The new Sterling venture is the closest thing to a consolidation of Silver Valley mining interests since the late Sun-

shine Mining Co. attempted to quiet title to claims surrounding the Sunshine Mine in the early 1980s. Should US 

Silver, Sterling and SNS ever join forces - the likelihood of which now seems inevitable - they would control 

about 25 percent of all silver production in the United States and more than half of its primary silver production. 

Ray DeMotte, who led 106-year-old Sterling's efforts to gain control of the Sunshine and return it to production 
over the past five years, will remain on the SRLM board of directors for the time being. It was not certain at press 

time how many other former Sterling directors would continue to serve, although a source confirmed over the 

weekend the resignations of three Sterling directors, David Waisman, Kenny Berscht and Kevin Schiell. Berscht, 

Sterling's acting spokesman, could not, as is his custom, be reached for comment.
